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“...adoption is...the highest privilege that the gospel offers: higher even than justification...
That justification is the primary and fundamental blessing of the gospel is not in question.
Justification is the primary blessing, because it meets our primary spiritual need...And as
justification is the primary blessing, so it is the fundamental blessing, in the sense that
everything else in our salvation assumes it, and rests on it — adoption included. But this is not
to say that justification is the highest blessing of the gospel. Adoption is higher, because of the
richer relationship with God that it involves... Justification is a forensic idea, conceived in terms
of law, and viewing God as judge...Adoption is a family idea, conceived in terms of love, and
viewing God as father. In adoption, God takes us into His family and fellowship, and establishes
us as His children and heirs. Closeness, affection and generosity are at the heart of the
